SUBSADIZED KARATE CLASSES FOR KIDS REFERRED BY DUKE COMMUNITY AFFAIRS AFFILIATED ORGANIZATIONS

1. open to boys and girls 7- 17 (and their parents) who:
· are referred by .....affiliated organizations

· can attend classes 2X per week 

· WHO HAVE REIALIABE TRANSPORTATION TO BE ABLE TO DO SO

· are interested in long-term training (ideally 10 weeks minimum) (students should not be allowed to participate if they’re only interested in a field trip) (students, however, can always come watch or participate in a class to see if they like it before deciding)
2. families should think of this activity as a long-term activity (it takes three years to get a black belt) and at this point, we feel confident that we will be able to support those referred students who opt to continue training throughout their public school years 

3. parents are also invited to participate in partnership with their kid IF the parents can commit to same level of participation

4. parents are strongly encouraged to sit during the class one or both nights per week to watch their children training to provide support in that way

5. class times are Monday thru Friday 6:30 to 8:15 and Saturdays at 5:00. From these six classes, families should choose a minimum of two nights and try to stick to that schedule. Students can attend as many nights as they wish (even 6!!) but must attend two classes/week

6. Families will be asked to complete “intake” form upon arrival, including name, address, contact information, parental consent signature, etc. (including parental consent to use children’s personal information on any list used by Ligo Dojo to secure public or private funding; all information will be confidential of course)
7. intake forms should ask families IF they can contribute financially to the dojo at monthly levels of $10, $20, $30 etc. but they will not per denied participation even if they can not, and beginning to make that kind of contribution will not mean any kind of commitment to continue every month – agency administrators should consider the fact that often times such small contributions, will actually HELP to keep the students consistent (we have learned that FREE classes are easier to quit than classes that cost something, even if it’s very little)
8. ideally new family participation should be PRECEEDED by a call or e-mail from the referring agency, providing us with name of the family, age, number of participants, etc. – new family should then call instructor Nathan Ligo at 919-923-6915 to arrange a specific day for first participation

9. younger children participating without their parents are encouraged to come in pairs if they have a friend who is interested

10. we reserve the right to deny participation to any referrals should we suddenly become inundated by new students, or if we feel like any specific personality or special need renders the referral not suitable to the program
